 Commencing Annual rent of $8,900 
(plus GST) and increased by 2% on an 
annual basis, and  

 otherwise on contractual terms 
satisfactory to Council. 

Any submissions in relation to the 
proposed lease will be considered in 
accordance with Section 223 of the Act, 
which provides that:-

considered; 

b) Any person who has made a 
submission to Council is entitled to 
request to appear in person or to be 
represented by a person specified in 
the submission at a meeting to be 
heard in support of the submission. 

Submitters should be aware that 
submissions are required to be available 
for public inspection.
