All residents, ratepayers and visitors to Gannawarra Shire 
are responsible for complying with Local Laws and 
Council is responsible for providing Local Laws education 
and enforcement. 

Council Officers will be attending community group 
meetings, as well as holding two open sessions for the 
community to come and speak to Council officers about 
the Local Law No 1.
