MAINTAINING VACANT PROPERTIES  
Landowners in urban areas of the Gannawarra Shire are 
encouraged to act now on maintaining vegetation on vacant 
blocks or the area surrounding their dwellings. 
Although property inspections will occur in spring, Council staff 
are urging landowners to consider the situation on their 
properties now. 
With many districts receiving close to average rainfall totals 
during the past four months, conditions have been ideal for the 
growth of vegetation on vacant blocks. 
Taking time to check your vacant blocks and areas surrounding 
your dwellings now will assist in the future. Any works 
undertaken to clear vegetation now will ensure less work is 
needed in the coming months. 
Landowners can be fined up to $800 for failing to comply with 
Council requests to clear vegetation from vacant blocks or the 
areas surrounding their dwellings.
